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The City of Fairfax Fire Department has placed Foam Engine 403 into front line service. The vehicle is a 2007 Pierce Dash chassis, and includes the following features:

· 2000 gallon per minute single stage pump 
· 625 gallons of water 

· 300 gallons of AR/AFFF 1% x 3% foam concentrate (Thunderstorm ATC)

· 2000 GPM master stream deck gun with self-educting foam nozzle

The vehicle is a fully equipped engine (NFPA 1901 compliant) and also includes several specialized foam delivery nozzles and appliances.

The CAD designator will be FE403. CAD will recognize FE403 as both an engine and a foam unit.  The mobile radio designator is “Foam Engine 403.”
