The meeting was called to order at 7:08p by Committee Secretary Amanda Mehlenbacher.

Public comment:  Ms. Futrell shared that there are noticeable improvements with the call center/VICAP as a result of intervention from Magellan.

Updates:  
1. Jennifer Kane and Therese Photiadis elaborated more about the corrective action efforts related to human rights complaints reported at the last LHRC mtg.
2. Jennifer provided the status of ACSB’s recruiting efforts (letters sent to individuals, families, and professionals/businesses and several (self) advocacy groups).  
3. Amanda and Tim emphasized that Affiliate Provider’s participation is crucial and encouraged all affiliates to recruit committee members.
4. Mary Ann Cassell volunteered to share recruiting information using several other forums such as:  parent/community boards and referral lists, and the quarterly newsletters/reports to parents.
5. Tim described the application process and he agreed to share/send interested parties information about the selection process.

New business:
1.  Jennifer Kane introduced Connie Juntunen and Therese Photiadis from ACSB Support Services.  Therese discussed the new restructuring model – from treatment to permanent supportive housing.
A.  Karol Anderson asked Therese is residents have been informed of pending changes?  ANSWER IS PENDING.
2.  The new (draft) provider agreement was reviewed against the current provider agreement.  Discussion/decisions:  Remove Tim only, title versus names on the contact page, remove the signature page with all signatures and replace with signature page for each provider.  Draft agreement approved with new changes, the Committee is responsible for sending it to the State with a cover letter requesting approval.  
3. Tim requested 45 minutes to present FOIA training.  
4. Tim reminded that his role is technical advisor and that annual reports are due on Jan 15th.  
5. *Tim noted that providers are responsible for knowing how to identify a complaint or they should contact him.



New affiliate presentations:  
1. 1. Community Direct Services (CDS, Inc.) – adults and adolescents.  Tim discussed licensing expansion protocol because they are already affiliated.  He suggested that they will probably be approved, although affiliation with Alexandria is not required (however they will be required to report all HR issues to Alexandria).  Tim recommended that CDS send the State a letter requesting affiliation and further encouraged Mr. Lomax to contact Tim for further discussion.  Outcome: CDS has pending approval from the Alexandria LHRC. 

2. Maria Stoutjesdijk – 18 years to end of life.  Must send letter requesting affiliation to the State.
