Traffic Management: Beginning Tuesday, September 6, Alexandria Police will implement a
traffic management plan at key intersections near BRAC-133. During the morning and afternoon
rush hours, police employees and sheriff’s deputies will be located at several intersections to
keep traffic moving and prevent vehicle backups within intersections.

Parking District: A new daytime restricted parking district has been established for BRAC-
affected neighborhoods. Signage for approved blocks has been installed, and parking restrictions
will be enforced on blocks where signage is posted beginning Tuesday, September 6.
